What is the PFLAG Norman (Parents, Families, and Friends of Lesbians
and Gays) Scholarship?

The PFLAG Norman Scholarship is a $1,000 scholarship presented to an outstanding
Norman Public School graduating senior who is an active participant of a Gay Straight
Alliance (GSA) and whose goal it is to attend college or another educational institution.
This scholarship will be presented to the recipient at either the Norman High School or
the Norman North High School Awards Ceremony in May.

Who is eligible for the scholarship?

Any current Norman Public School graduating senior is eligible if he or she meets these
qualifications:
* Is an active participant of a Gay Straight Alliance
* Plans to continue his or her education/training beyond high school in any
institution of higher education or other educational institution.

What criteria are used in reviewing/judging/selection of recipient?

Criteria for selection will include academic record, leadership qualities and experience,
essay content quality, and letters of recommendation. Only complete application forms
will be considered. Letters of recommendation must be from high school teachers,



counselors, or GSA sponsors who are familiar with the applicant’s scholastic,
extracurricular achievements, and participation in the GSA.

How will the recipient be selected?

The scholarship recipient will be selected by a committee comprised of PFLAG Norman
board members and community members. Decisions will be based on information
provided in the application.

What is the deadline for submitting an application?

The complete application form (all information, references requested on the application
form, including letters of recommendation and essay) must be mailed to PFLAG Norman
Scholarship Committee, P. O. Box 721692, Norman, OK 73070. or emailed to
kathy.moxley@ou.edu. Complete packets must be received by April 1, 2010.

What comprises a “complete” application?

The applicant must include the following in order for the application to be considered.
Incomplete application forms will not be considered:

1. completed and signed application form
2. essay

3. unofficial high school transcript

4. ACT and SAT scores

5.

two letters of recommendation from high school teachers, counselors or GSA
sponsors who are familiar with the applicants’ academic record and participation
in the GSA. One letter must be from the GSA sponsor.
